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PARTICULAR TERMS
SECTION 1 PURPOSE In consideration of the bases and considerations established in the following items: 

A. To comply with the guidelines established in the Plan of Equipment, Modernization and Maintenance of the presidential aircraft fleet - which main purpose is to achieve a modern and homogenous fleet due to the economic, technical and operative advantages that this may imply – thus achieving more reliability and efficiency in the use of helicopters as work tools for the presidential air transport service.

B. Considering that Helicopter Sikorsky S-70A, an aircraft originally designed for military use, which currently forms part of the presidential fleet of helicopters, has significant operative and maintenance disadvantages, such as:

· Very poor availability of the aircraft in service due to the long delays in the acquisition of spare parts – either for the scarce aeronautical market or the additional delays related to the formalities required for the Export Licenses granted by the American Department of Defense.     

· Impossibility of having a common batch of spare parts for all aircraft, which causes a larger material dispersion, higher total relative cost of stock and less efficiency in terms of use.    
· Diversification in the operation and training of the crew (larger quantity of personnel, courses, travel expenses, transportation, etc.), with the consequential increase of costs for the activity development.
C. Considering that the presidential fleet of helicopters already has two S76B aircraft, the helicopter that best satisfies the purpose of modernizing and homogenizing this fleet is the Sikorsky S76C++.

In consideration of the premises, the General Secretariat of the Presidency of the Nation will proceed to replace aircraft Sikorsky S-70A, registration number H-01, for ONE (1) helicopter SIKORSKY S-76C++, whether NEW or USED, pursuant to Chapter II– “SPECIAL TERMS”- and Chapter III – “BID SPECS AND TECHNICAL CONSIDERATIONS”, for the air fleet of the Presidency of the Nation, under the terms and conditions herein established.

Bidders of aircraft S-76C++ will agree to accept aircraft Sikorsky S-70A, registration number H-01, as well as its parts and associated equipment detailed in Chapter IV, as a down payment for the full purchase price, whereby Bidders, upon informing the sale price of the aircraft offered, shall establish the price that they will be willing to pay for aircraft S70A, its parts and equipment.  

Achieving the most modern and homogenous fleet of helicopters will allow us to save substantial amounts of money both in the operation and maintenance of the fleet, as well as more availability of aircraft in service.
SECTION 2 APPLICABLE RULES: This agreement will be governed by the provisions of Decree-Law Nº 666/03, the Rules of Contracts of the National Administration, approved by Decree-Law Number 1023/01 and the Rules for the Acquisition, Alienation and Contract of Federal Government Goods and Services, approved by Decree-Law Nº 436/00, the Manual for the Acquisition, Alienation and Contract of Federal Government Goods and Services, approved by Resolution Nº 515/00/SH, One-time Bid Specs and General Terms for the Contract of Goods and Services by Federal Government, approved by Resolution Nº 834/00/ME, and this Bid Specs and Particular Terms. Such provisions shall be considered and made part hereof.

SECTION 3: TERMS: All the terms herein established will be based upon administrative working days, unless otherwise agreed. 

SECTION 4 REVIEW OF THE PROCEECINGS RECORD: Any individual interested in the purpose of the contract may, at any time, review the record of the bid proceedings, since the opening of Bids until the termination of the Contract, except the Bids assessment stage. 
Denial to review the record will be considered a serious offense by the civil servant or agent in charge. 
Third parties will have to prove their interest by means of evidence.
The review of the proceedings record will neither entitle individuals to submit or attach any presentation whatsoever to the licitation file in which they are involved, nor will it give place to any suspension of the formalities or any delay in the contracting procedure.  

SECTION 5 LEGAL DOMICILE: To all legal effects and communication arisen herefrom, Bidders shall establish a legal domicile, which might be outside the Argentine Republic, where all communications shall be considered duly notified. 

Jurisdiction: Bidders and Awardees shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the Federal Administrative Courts of Buenos Aires, Argentine Republic, to settle any dispute that may arise herefrom, waiving any other venue or jurisdiction whatsoever.
Likewise, the applicable legislation to govern this Contract shall be the one in force the Argentine Republic.

SECTION 6 BID CONTENTS: Bidders shall attach to their Bids the following documentation:
6.1. NATIONAL SUBJECTS:

6.1.1. Registration in SIPRO (Suppliers Information System): According to the Provisions set forth in Section 4, Annex I, Resolution Nº 39/2005 issued by  the Under secretariat of Public Management, Bidders registered in the SIPRO shall submit together with the Bid, Form 13: “Affidavit of Contractual Capacity”, a copy of which is enclosed herewith.

In the event the data recorded in the system have varied since Bidder's last presentation, Bidder shall attach the modified information in the same way stipulated for the original submission.

Those Bidders who are not registered in the SIPRO system may use the “Internet Preliminary Registration” procedure and submit, together with the Bid, the information and supporting documentation demanded by the legislation in force, using the standard forms provided in Annex I, Resolution Nº 39/2005 issued by the Under secretariat of Public Management

The Preliminary Registration shall be made at the following e-mail address:

6.1.2. Tax information: To the effects arisen herefrom, Bidders shall take into account the following:

a) Bidders whose Bid amounts are less than FIFTY THOUSAND PESOS ($ 50,000.00) shall submit an Affidavit with respect to the non-existence of any enforceable indebtedness regarding contributions or any other social security liability whatsoever. Notwithstanding the above, if Bidder has a Tax Certificate to enter into agreements in force, the presentation of the Affidavit above indicated shall be unnecessary.

b) Bidders whose Bid amounts equal or exceed the sum of FIFTY THOUSAND PESOS            ($ 50,000.00) shall provide a Tax Certificate to enter into agreements in force, issued by the FEDERAL ADMINISTRATION OF PUBLIC INCOME (AFIP), and the filing of the Affidavit referred to in item a) shall be unnecessary.

6.2. FOREIGN SUBJECTS:

In case Bidders are partnerships legally constituted outside the Argentine Republic, and the agreement is entered into with the foreign company and not with its subsidiary or any other kind of permanent representation in the Argentine Republic, the documentation to be furnished shall be the following:

6.2.1. Evidence of corporate existence: Authenticated copy of Minutes of meeting or Articles of Incorporation or any other necessary document to evidence corporate existence, indicating name of company, date of incorporation, legal domicile, corporate purpose, subscribed and paid-up capital, and any amendment subsequent to the By-laws, if any. Agents and/or representatives shall also comply with this requisite.

6.2.2. Records of previous agreements: Those Bidders that have already participated in a contracting procedure at the Office of Patrimony and Supplies – General Secretariat 

Presidency of the Nation, after July 29 of 2004, may submit an AFFIDAVIT, manifesting the following: 
·  That the documentation submitted in the previous procedure/s has not been subject to any alteration or amendment whatsoever, indicating: Procedure and Contract Number (Bidding, Public Contract, etc); Opening date; File number.

· In case the documentation submitted has been amended, such amendments shall be attached to the bid with the requirements established in items 6.2.3 and Section 10.

6.2.3. Authentications and legalizations: All acts, documents and instruments executed or issued abroad shall be authenticated by a Notary Public and legalized as follows:
· In the event of acts executed in signatory countries adhered to the Hague Convention of October 5 of 1961 (that suppresses the demand of diplomatic or consular legalization of public documents, approved by Law Nº 23.458), the documentation shall include the “Apostille” indicated in the first paragraph of Section 3º of the above cited Convention.
· In the event of acts executed in countries that are not adhered to the Convention mentioned in the preceding paragraph, the documentation shall be legalized by the Argentine Consular Authorities.

6.3  EVIDENCE OF REPRESENTATION: Bidders shall submit all documents (Minutes of Meetings including appointment of Board of Directors, Minutes of Board of Directors Meetings with distribution of charges, Agencies, Powers-of-attorney) from which agents arise, evidencing all the powers to bind themselves to an obligation, to make all necessary acts and sign all necessary documents until the date of selection, inclusive, except such information is duly updated in the System of State Suppliers (SIPRO) or, in the case of foreign Bidders regarding the provisions of item 6.2.2.

6.4. AUTHENTICATION OF PHOTOCOPIES: In the event the documentation demanded is submitted in photocopies, the same shall be authenticated by Bidder.

6.5. WITHDRAWAL CERTIFICATE OR RECEPTION CERTIFICATE OF BID SPECS AND PARTICULAR TERMS AND CONDITIONS: These Bid Specs may be consulted at Dirección de Patrimonio y Suministros, located at 782 Julio A. Roca Avenue, 2º floor, Autonomous City of Buenos Aires, from Mondays to Fridays from 10:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., or at the website of Oficina Nacional de Contrataciones (National Office of Contracts):

Those who are interested in participating in this selection procedure may choose any of the following ways to withdraw a copy of the Bid Specs:

6.5.1. May withdraw Bid Specs at Dirección de Patrimonio y Suministros, located at Julio A. Roca Avenue 782, 2º floor, Buenos Aires, from 10:30 a.m. until 5.30 p.m., until  August 26th, 2010.
In this case, Bidders are required to attach the “Withdrawal Certificate” to their Bids.
6.5.2. May obtain Bid Specs from the Website of OFICINA NACIONAL DE CONTRATACIONES - (NATIONAL OFFICE OF CONTRACTS) at www.argentinacompra.gov.ar  Upon downloading such Bid Specs, an automatic message will be sent to the e-mail address of the contracting party. The confirmation of the  downloading message reception will be automatically sent by the system to whoever has obtained the Bid Specs.

The deadline to validly obtain Bid Specs from the Website of the National Office of Contracts shall be the same as the one established for Bid Specs withdrawal at the Contracting Agency.

6.6. BID MAINTENANCE WARRANTY: Bidders shall include in their bids a maintenance warranty equivalent to the five per cent (5%) of the general and overall price of their offers, which may be given in any of the ways provided in Section 53 of the Rules for the Acquisition, Alienation and Contract of Federal Government Goods and Services, approved by Decree-Law Nº 436/00, namely: 

a)  In cash, by means of a bank deposit in the account of the contracting jurisdiction or entity, o by means of a bank transfer or money order sent by the Post Office.

b) Certified check drawn against a bank; the place where the agreement is entered into or the address of the contracting entity is preferable. The contracting entity shall deposit the check within the term established for these operations.

c) Bonds issued by the FEDERAL GOVERNMENT. These bonds shall be deposited in a bank by the contracting entity; the selection procedure shall be identified. The amount shall be calculated taking into consideration the bonds quotation upon closure of the penultimate working day prior to warranty, at the corresponding Burse or Stock Market, which shall be certified by the bank authorities upon receiving such deposit.  In the event of liquidation of the securities mentioned in this item, charges will be filed for all the expenses incurred. The eventual surplus shall be subject to the provisions that rule the return of warranties.

d) Bank aval or any other bond requested by the General Secretariat of the Presidency of the Nation; bondsman shall be a joint and several debtor and the principal payer, and shall waive to all the benefits of division and excussion, pursuant to Law 2013 of the Civil Code, as well as to the benefit of a judicial order to pay the debt.

 e) Caution, by means of an insurance policy approved by the Insurance Superintendence of the Nation – Under secretariat of Financial Services – f) Secretariat of Finances . Ministry of Economy, issued on behalf the General Secretariat of the Presidency of the Nation; the clauses of this policy shall conform to the model and rules established by Secretariat of Finance – Ministry of Economy. These policies shall be certified and legalized by Notary Public.

 f) By encumbering credits that the Proponent or Awardee has for collection in state entities of the NATIONAL PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION, to which effect the interested party shall submit – upon constituting the warranty - the pertinent certificate.

g)  On sight Promissory Note, subscribed by those authorized to use the corporate signature or those duly empowered to such effects,(in favor of SECRETARIA GENERAL DE LA PRESIDENCIA DE LA NACION), whenever the Warranty amount does not exceed the sum of FIVE THOUSAND PESOS ($ 5,000.00).

The election of the type of warranty shall be at Bidder’s or Awardee’s option.

SECTION 7    BID INQUIRIES AND NEWSLETTERS OF CLARIFICATION AND AMENDMENT: Inquiries on Bid Specs and Particular Terms shall be made in writing and addressed to Dirección de Patrimonio y Suministros, located at Av. Julio A. Roca 782, 2nd floor, Buenos Aires, from Monday to Friday - 10:30 a.m. to 04:30 p.m., or by e-mail at the following address: suministros@presidencia.gov.ar, until 7 (seven) working days prior to the date established for Bids opening.

Telephone inquiries shall not be accepted and those inquiries submitted after the deadline established above will not be accepted either.
Newsletters issued by the Presidency of the Argentine Nation, whether acting ex officio or in reply to any inquiry, shall be notified at least SEVENTY-TWO (72) hours prior to the bids opening date, and shall also be posted in the Website of the National Office of Contracts at www.argentinacompra.gov.ar.

Newsletters may be duly notified and addressed to the legal domicile informed by Bidder upon withdrawing the Bid Specs, or at the e-mail address informed by the interested party upon downloading the Bid Specs from the Website or the one informed upon withdrawing the Bid Specs from the Contracting Agency.  

SECTION 8   BID CONSIDERATIONS: Bidders, upon submitting their Bids, shall take into consideration everything that, without being expressly specified, is necessary for the appropriate execution of the Contract. Likewise, it will be considered that they have done so with full knowledge of the facts.  
8.1. PURCHASE ORDER COMPOSITION: Besides the economic offer of aircraft S-76C++ (Item 1 of the Quotation Template) and the cost of training, transport, reassembly and service release in destination  (Item 3), Bidders will quote the price that they are willing to pay for aircraft Sikorsky  S-70A, registration number H-01, from the Presidency of the Nation, as well as its associated parts and equipment (Item 2). The Purchase Order will be issued pursuant to the resulting sum of Items 1 and 3, and the deduction of Item 2 from such amount. 

8.2.  SALE OF AIRCRAFT Sikorsky S-70A. The presentation of the Bid will imply the acceptance of aircraft Sikorsky S-70A, registration number H-01, as well as its associated parts and equipment “as is” and “where is”, with its corresponding documentation.
It is hereby stated that aircraft Sikorsky S-70A has a military registration number. For such motive, the regulatory framework of the Argentine Civil Aeronautical Authority “ANAC” (National Administration of Civil Aviation) is not applicable and, therefore, the aircraft does not have a Civil Airworthiness Certificate.

8.3.  VISITS TO AIRCRAFT Sikorsky S-70A.  The natural / legal persons who have withdrawn the Bid Specs and are actually interested in participating in this Licitation, may visit the hangar of the Presidency of the Nation where the helicopter is located (Jorge Newbery Airport), being entitled to board the aircraft and check its documentation for their subsequent assessment and Bid presentation.

 
Bidders shall contact Jefatura de Agrupación Aérea de la Casa Militar  (the Head Office of the Air Force of the Military House) to coordinate visits (Contact telephone numbers: 54-11- 4344 3600  Extension: 8602/8571).
8.4. EXPORT LICENSE OF AIRCRAFT Sikorsky S-70A. Considering that the helicopter is an aircraft designed for military use and due to pre-existing formal commitments, it is hereby informed that the Awardee of Aircraft Sikorsky S-70A, registration number H-01, as well as its associated parts and equipment, must qualify before the American State Department before proceeding with the conveyance of title. Any delay in the authorization procurement process shall not create any kind of civil / commercial liability whatsoever for the Presidency of the Argentine Nation.

In the event Awardee decides that the aircraft final destination will be outside the national territory, Awardee shall be responsible of obtaining and complying with all and any license or authorization, tax or import duty that may be required by the country of destination.
The Presidency of the Argentine Nation will carry out all the formalities related to the export licenses established by the Government of the Argentine Republic.
The technical information corresponding to this aircraft, its parts and equipment, is available in CHAPTER IV of this Bid Specs and Particular Terms.

SECTION 9  MAINTENANCE OF BIDS: Bidders hereby agree to maintain their Bids for a period of thirty (30) working days. Unless Bidders express their will not to renew such offers within a minimum term of ten  (10) days prior to the above mentioned deadline, Bids shall be considered extended for a time period equal to the original one, and thereinafter.

SECTION 10 FORMAL REQUISITES FOR BID PRESENTATION: The mere presentation of a Bid shall imply the full understanding and acceptance by Bidder of all the clauses that rule this Bid call, and Bidder's accurate interpretation of its scope.
10.1. Ways of presentation: 

10.1.1. Bids shall be sent in a tightly closed envelope, box or parcel, containing the information according to the order established and shall be identified as follows: 

· Procedure data;

· Date of opening;

· Name of Bidder. In the event of presentations made on behalf third parties, such situation shall be duly informed.
10.1.2. Bids shall be submitted in original and photocopied copies; all the folios of the Bid shall be duly numbered and signed by Bidder or Bidder’s Representative. 

10.2. Language and Translations: 

10.2.1. Bids shall be written in Spanish or, otherwise, their respective legalized translations shall be attached to them as indicated in 10.2.2. 

10.2.2. Documents written in a foreign language shall be attached to their corresponding translations into Spanish – including Apostille – made by a duly sworn Public Translator and legalized by the respective Translators´ Association. 

Catalogues, illustrative brochures and technical rules are exempted from these provisions; these documents may be expressed in the same language that are printed, except titles of charts and spreadsheets, which shall be translated into Spanish language. 

SECTION 11  OMISSION OF FORMAL REQUISITES: In the event a Bid has formal defects, Bidder shall be summoned by the Assessment Committee to make any necessary amendment within a term of FIVE (5) days. Otherwise, the Bid shall be rejected without further formalities.
SECTION 12   CAUSES OF BID INADMISSIBILITY AND REJECTION: Bids may be declared inadmissible in the following scenarios:
a) Bid is not duly signed by Bidder or Bidder's legal representative.

b) Bid is written in pencil.

c) Bid does not include the warranty demanded.

d) Bid is submitted by individuals who are unauthorized or suspended to enter into agreements with the National Government.

e) Bid has conditions.

f) Bid bears scratches, amendments or row pitches in the area of price, quantity, delivery term or any other essential part of the Contract that is not duly countersigned. 
g) Bid includes clauses contradicting the rules applicable to the Contract. 
h) Bid incurs in any other causes of inadmissibility expressly provided for in this Bid Specs. 

Any other quotation mistake reported before the Award will imply the rejection of the Bid and loss of the Bid Maintenance Warranty in the proportion that may correspond.

SECTION 13   PLACE, DATE OF PRESENTATION AND BIDS OPENING: Bids shall be submitted to Dirección de Patrimonio y Suministros - Secretaría General - Presidencia de la Nación, located at Av. Julio A. Roca 782 – 2nd floor, Buenos Aires, Argentina, until August 31 st..at 16 hs. 
The Bids opening minutes will be issued before the civil servants appointed to such effects and any other attending interested parties, who may check the existence, number and origin of envelopes, boxes or parcels to be opened. The opening act shall be carried out at the place and time indicated in the first paragraph. 

A minutes will be issued and signed by the above mentioned civil servants and the attending Bidders who may wish to do so. 
SECTION 14  OBJECTIONS TO BID PRESENTATION: Bids will remain at the disposal of each and every Bidder for their review. Bidders may review Bids during a period of FIVE (5) days after the Bids opening date, being able to make the objections that may deem necessary within such period.
SECTION 15  BIDS ASSESSMENT CRITERIA: The Assessment Committee will analyze Bids thoroughly, taking into account, among other things, the following parameters of the aircraft offered, if applicable: general state and condition, Avionics configuration, version and/or modification of aircraft structural parts and power plants, desirable aspects of the aircraft configuration, rate of use, flight hours and accumulated operation cycles, place / areas of operation, remaining useful life of significant units, delivery term and other conditions of the Bid, pursuant to the Technical Specs and Considerations stipulated in Chapters II and III.
The Presidency of the Argentine Nation may require additional technical information, if deemed necessary.
The information provided must be updated upon presenting the Bid.

After a thorough assessment, the Contract shall be awarded to the most convenient Bid, based upon the lowest expenditure for the Presidency of the Argentine Nation.  

To such effects, the following aspects will be taken into consideration:
· The price of Aircraft S-76C++ as indicated in Item 1 of the Quotation Template.
· The price that Bidder is wiling to pay for Aircraft Sikorsky  S-70A, registration number H-01 of the Presidency of the Nation, as well as its associated parts and equipment, pursuant to Item 2 of the Quotation Template.
· The cost of training, transport, reassembly and service release in destination, in accordance with Item 3 of the Quotation Template.
The total overall price to be paid by the Presidency of the Argentine Nation will be the amount resulting from the sum of Items 1 and 3, minus the amount obtained in Item 2.   

Part of the data used for such assessment will be obtained from the QUOTATION TEMPLATE AND ASSESSMENT DATA completed by Bidder.

SECTION 16 PERIOD OF ASSESSMENT: FIVE (5) days after the Bids opening date (during which Bidders may review and consult Bids), the assessment period will begin.

During this period, a thorough analysis of Bid contents will be carried out, whereby the Presidency of the Argentine Nation will be entitled to:
· Take contact with the Helicopter S-76C++ offered, which will be subject to a preliminary evaluation in the Bidder's premises and on the date that the parties may timely agreed. During such visit, the Presidency of the Argentine Nation may require a 1-hour trial flight of the aircraft, which will be at Bidder's expense. 

· To make sure aircraft is airworthy and ensure that all flight systems are in appropriate and operative conditions, that there is no pending corrective action in terms of structure, that aircraft has been manufactured,  repaired and/or modified (if applicable) in accordance with the Manufacturer's Technical Specs and/or regulations of the applicable Authorities, and that there is no damage, corrosion or any other defects or novelties of maintenance.
· To request the verification of the aircraft technical / operative documentation and the performance of certain tasks of inspection, such as: boroscope inspection of engines, specific areas or zones, including the removal of accesses / components. For the boroscope inspection, the Presidency of the Argentine Nation may require a Specialist with the corresponding equipment, which will be at the expense of the bidding company. 

The information obtained will be used to complete the evaluation.
SECTION 17 ASSESSMENT OF BIDS CONTENTS: The Assessment Committee will analyze all the aspects of Bids by using the criteria defined in Section 15 hereof, and will provide a comparative chart containing Bidders' information and the most relevant data of the Bids. 

SECTION 18 BIDS ASSESSMENT OPINION: The Assessment Committee will establish the order of merit of all the Bids that may comply with the requirements of the Bid Specs, and will recommend the most convenient Bid. To such effects, the Committee will issue an Assessment Opinion that will be duly notified to all Bidders. 

SECTION 19 IMPUGNATION: Bidders may impugn the Assessment Opinion issued by the Assessment Committee within a term of FIVE (5) days after being notified. 

SECTION 20  BID AWARD: The Bid Award will be decided by the Authority in charge of approving the Contract on the basis of the information provided, and will be notified to Awardee and the remaining Bidders within a term of THREE  (3) days after the issuance of the respective Award. If there is any impugnation against the Bids Assessment Opinion, the same will be solved in the same act of the Award. 
SECTION 21 TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS: The aircraft offered - S76C++ should satisfy at least the Special Sections of Chapter II and the technical requirements defined as “Mandatory Aspects of Aircraft Configuration” in Chapter III (Technical Specs and Considerations). 

Additionally, the Bid that may satisfy the requirements defined under the title “Desirable Aspects of Aircraft Configuration” in Chapter III hereof, will be considered the most convenient one.

SECTION 22 TERM OF DELIVERY: Bidders must indicate the term of delivery of the aircraft, which will be counted since the issuance of the corresponding Purchase Order.    
The shortest possible delivery term is required.
The aircraft SIKORSKY S70A, registration number H-01, may be delivered by the Presidency of the Argentine Nation to Bidder simultaneously or after the reception of the aircraft S-76C ++ offered, within a short period of time to be mutually agreed in accordance with Chapter IV of these presents.

SECTION 23 WAYS OF QUOTATION: Bid must contain all the required data herein established, the technical information and the warranty, in compliance with the requirements set forth in Chapters II, III and VI, and one copy duly completed by Bidder of the Quotation Template and Assessment Data, which forms part hereof.

TAX TREATMENT. The Presidency of the Nation is an “End Consumer” regarding the Value Added Tax, and acts as a Retention Agent with respect to the diverse tax and provisional regimes that may correspond. Bidders must take into account the tax treatment given to the operation.

The Awardee will be liable for the payment of all the required taxes, by virtue of the execution of the Purchase Order that may be timely issued.  

SECTION 24  QUOTATION CURRENCY: Quotations will be in American Dollars. 

SECTION 25 RESOURCES: The resources that may be applied against the act of Award shall be subject to the provisions of Law Nº 19.549 amended by Law Nº 21.686, and the Rules for Administrative Procedures, Decree-Law 1759/72 t.o. 1991 and its amendments.

 SECTION 26 NOTIFICATION OF THE PURCHASE ORDER: Within the term of the Bid maintenance, the Purchase Order will be issued and duly notified to Awardee, whereby the Contract will be executed, provided Awardee does not reject it within a period of three (3) days counted since the Award notification.  

SECTION 27 CONTRACT PERFORMANCE WARRANTY: The Awardee must pay the Contract Performance Warranty equivalent to the ten per cent (10%) of the overall value of the Purchase Order issued, within a term of eight (8) days, counted since its reception. Having expired such term, and in the event of non-compliance, the Contract will be terminated.

This warranty may be paid in any of the forms established in Section 53 of the Rules for the Acquisition, Alienation and Contract of Goods and Services for the National State, approved by Decree-Law Nº 436/00 (described in Section 6.6 hereof). 
The Awardee will not be obliged to pay a Contract Performance Warranty if the goods mentioned in this licitation are duly delivered within the term mentioned in the first paragraph.

In case of agencies, warranties must be paid by the Principal.
SECTION 28 DELIVERY AND TECHNICAL ACCEPTANCE OF AIRCRAFT: The aircraft  S-76C++ will be sent to Buenos Aires under the following conditions:

a. The shipping conditions will be “INCOTERMS - CIF BUENOS AIRES”.

b. The Presidency of the Argentine Nation will carry out all the necessary export formalities in the Argentine Customs Office.
c. Once finished all the formalities at the Argentine Customs Office, the Awardee will contract and coordinate the transport, insurance and associated logistics to ensure the transport of the aircraft to the premises of the Presidency of the Argentine Nation, at Jorge Newbery Airport, which will be responsibility of the Awardee and its costs will be included in the quotation submitted.   
d. Once aircraft has arrived at Jorge Newbery Airport, the aircraft reassembly and service release will be at Awardee’s expense; its costs will also be included in the Bid.

e. Finally, after complying with these steps and once the Presidency of the Argentine Nation  has checked and accepted the appropriate operation of aircraft, the Air Force of the Military House will issue the Technical Acceptance Certificate – representing its provisional reception. 
SECTION 29 DELIVERY OF AIRCRAFT Sikorsky S-70A, REGISTRATION NUMBER H-01 BY AWARDEE: The aircraft S-70A, registration number H-01, as well as the batch of parts and special equipment will be delivered by Awardee under the conditions offered, at the premises of the Presidency of the Argentine Nation, at  Jorge Newbery Airport in the city of Buenos Aires (Incoterm EXW), where it is currently located.
All expenses arisen from the transport of aircraft / parts / special tools (for instance: insurance, disassembly, preparation and cleaning, logistics, packaging, etc) from the place where aircraft is located to the final destination – as determined by Awardee – will be at Awardee’s expense. 
SECTION 30 PROVISIONAL AND DEFINITIVE RECEPTION OF AIRCRAFT S-76C++: The provisional reception will be in charge of the Air Force – Military House of the Presidency of the Argentine Nation. To such effects, a Technical Acceptance Certificate will be issued, in accordance with the provisions set forth in the Special Clauses.    
Once issued / received the document evidencing that aircraft is property of the Presidency of the Argentine Nation (PAN), the Goods and Services Definitive Reception Committee of PAN will verify the due performance of the Purchase Order by Awardee, and will issue a Definitive Reception Certificate.       
SECTION 31 PENALTIES FOR CONTRACT NON-COMPLIANCE: Once the term of the Contract has expired, and in the event the goods mentioned in these Bid Specs have not been delivered by Awardee, PAN will be entitled to terminate the Contract without the need to institute any judicial or extrajudicial proceedings, with the consequential loss of the Contract Performance Warranty, without prejudice to the Supplier’s liability regarding the damages that the National Public Administration may suffer a consequence of the celebration of a new contract with the same subject matter.

SECTION 32 EXTRAORDINARY EVENT OR FORCE MAJEURE: The penalties established in the Rules for the Acquisition, Alienation and Contract of Goods and Services for the National Government, approved by Decree-Law Nº 436/00, will not be applied in case the liability non-compliance is a consequence of an extraordinary event or force majeure, duly documented by the interested party and accepted by P.A.N. The occurrence of an extraordinary event or force majeure which may hinder the due performance of the liabilities undertaken by Bidders or Awardees, will be duly notified by the contracting entity within a term of THREE (3) days after the production and/or termination of its effects. Having elapsed such term, the extraordinary event or force majeure may not be alleged.  

SECTION 33 IMPUTATION OF CHARGES / FINES: The charges that may arise will be imputed as follows:

Note: The Purchase Order will be issued for the amount resulting from the sum of Item 1 (aircraft Sikorsky S-76C++) and Item 3 (training and transport cost), minus the amount obtained in Item 2 (aircraft Sikorsky S-70A, registration number H-01 of the Presidency of the Argentine Nation, as well as its parts and associated equipment), pursuant to the Quotation Template. 

ALL THE AMOUNTS OF MONEY COLLECTED BY AWARDEE THAT, PURSUANT TO THE ARGENTINE LEGISLATION, ARE CONSIDERED AS ADVANCE PAYMENTS, WILL ENTAIL THE UNWAIVABLE LIABILITY BY RECEIVER TO PROVIDE A COUNTERGUARANTEE FOR SUCH AMOUNT, BY ANY OF THE MEANS ESTABLISHED IN SECTION 6.6 HEREOF.
Likewise, the Tax Treatment established in Section 23 must be taken into account.

SECTION 36 INFORMATION AND DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED FOR THE COLLECTION OF PAYMENTS: To payment effects, Awardee must submit to Dirección de Despacho, Mesa de Entradas y Archivo de P.N.A., located at Avenida Julio A. Roca 782, 2nd floor, the following documentation:

CHAPTER  II

SPECIAL CLAUSES
This Chapter is made part hereto. The presentation of Bids will imply the full acceptance of Bidders of all and every condition herein established, including the following clauses:
1. Sale – Awardee will sell and deliver the Presidency of the Argentine Nation (P.A.N.), in accordance with the provisions set forth in Section 28 DELIVERY AND TECHNICAL ACCEPTANCE OF AIRCRAFT, and P.A.N. will purchase from Awardee ONE aircraft Sikorsky, Model S-76C++, NEW or USED, with Turbomeca ARRIEL 2S2 engines.
In the case of USED aircraft, the date of manufacture should not be earlier than January 1st of 2006, and the number of flight hours must not exceed 1,200 FH regarding the glider, engines and all the accessories and components that form part of the helicopter.
The Aircraft must comply with all the applicable rules issued by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), specifically the FAR Part 29, or any similar rules of the regulatory authorities that may correspond.

2. Insurance – Once the Contract has been executed, Awardee will carry out all the necessary formalities, at Awardee’s expense, and in the name of P.A.N., to underwrite the aircraft insurance, which will cover all the risks that may arise during the period comprehended from the moment of the full payment of the Purchase Order, pursuant to Section 35 hereof, until the issuance of the Aircraft Technical Acceptance by the Air Force of P.A.N., at Jorge  Newbery Airport.

3. Aircraft Technical Acceptance and Title Conveyance – Awardee will deliver aircraft for its technical acceptance at Jorge Newbery Airport. In that occasion, aircraft must have all the systems and the VIP interior required by P.A.N. fully installed and duly configured. A trial flight will be carried out, after which Awardee will repair any technical novelty that may arise, at its own expense. The fuel used in this trial flight will be at P.A.N.`s expense. Once the trial flight results have been assessed and the aircraft condition has been determined for its acceptance, from the technical and operative point of view, P.A.N. will issue the Aircraft Technical Acceptance Certificate. Thereupon, and after the corresponding payments, Awardee will issue / convey the aircraft title to P.A.N.
4. Technical Publications – Together with the aircraft sold, Awardee will provide P.A.N. with all the technical publications about aircraft appropriate operation and maintenance. 
5. Maintainability – This concept refers to the capacity of recovering the helicopter for operative flight, whether NEW or USED, in the event aircraft is subject to degradation (scheduled or unscheduled), whereby maintenance tasks will carried out in accordance with the procedures established, and Awardee will provide:
5.1 Technical documentation: Further to Section 4 of this Chapter, Awardee will provide at least TWO (2) sets of Manuals in hard copy, and TWO (2) sets of Manuals in digital format, of the Glider and Engine, Maintenance and Catalogue of Parts (all of which should be updated upon delivery).
5.2 Training Courses (Mechanics): Awardee will provide training at the Training Centers authorized by Sikorsky (i.e. Flight Safety, CAE Simuflite), FIFTEEN (15) course on Maintenance Training in “S-76C++ Difference Data” ; FIVE (5) course on  “S-76C++ Electrical” ; and FIVE (5) course on “S-76C++ SPZ 7600 Autopilot”.

The purpose of the above mentioned courses will be to train the FIFTY PER CENT (50%) of the personnel prior to the helicopter technical acceptance, in accordance with the provisions set forth in Paragraph 3 hereof. The remaining personnel will be trained within the SIX (6) months following the technical acceptance. In case of non-compliance of these terms, the Air Force will be unable to issue the Helicopter Technical Acceptance Certificate. 
Batch of Operative Parts / Special Tools: In order to ensure the maintainability, Awardee will provide P.A.N. with a listing of recommended spare parts and special tools specifically for Model S-76C++ - not appropriate for Model S-76B - to operate for a period of THREE HUNDRED (300) flight hours, with the exception of those parts and consumables that are scheduled to be replaced at the helicopter major cycle check. The listing of recommended parts and special tools will be endorsed by the glider and engine manufacturers (SIKORSKY and TURBOMECA, respectively).
Special emphasis will be laid on consumables for the power plant, as engines are different from the ones of the current aircraft. 
6. Inspections

7. Courses for Pilots – Awardee will provide training for Pilots at the Training Centers authorized by Sikorsky (i.e. Flight Safety, CAE Simuflite), namely: SIX (6) courses on Pilot Training INITIAL in S-76 C++; and SIX (6) courses on Pilot Training DIFFERENCES in S-76 C++.

5.   TRANSPORTATION
Transportation charges relating to approved warranty claims for the return of defective goods to Awardee, their reshipment to P.A.N. and the risk of loss thereof, up to and including the average cost of Federal Express P1 or equivalent, will be borne by Awardee, if returned in accordance with the written shipping instructions from Awardee.  

Transportation charges will not include taxes, duties, loans, lease charges, exchange fees, warehousing charges, handling charges or any other administrative charges when charged by a party other than Awardee or Awardee’s Subcontractor. Any premium transportation costs will be borne by P.A.N.   
6.  WARRANTY ON REPLACEMENT PARTS

B.      Helicopters that have undergone structural modifications, repairs and/or engine retrofits without the previous written approval and technical guidance of the Manufacturer, and which are determined to be the cause or a contributing cause of the defect, and/or      

C.      Helicopters or parts which have been subject to any kind of abuse, misuse, negligence, combat damage, incident or accident, and/or
D.      Helicopters or parts which have been subject to direct foreign object damage, or any other corrosive or erosive agent, and/or 

E.      Standard consumable and expendable items such as, without being limited to, seals, filters, gaskets, tires, hoses, bulbs, switches, batteries, bearings, brake pads and general hardware, and/or 

F.      Normal wear and tear, including normal wear and tear to exterior paint and interior items such as, without being limited to, seats, sidewall and coverings, woodwork, plating and other ornamental items, and/or
G.   Parts and accessories whose Manufacturer’s identification tag has been removed or obliterated or cannot otherwise be identified as having been installed on the helicopter at delivery, and/or  

H.      Failures as a consequence of external contamination such as contaminated fuel, oil, hydraulic fluids and the like, and/or
I.       Costs identified as commercial losses or lost profits due to the loss of use of aircraft, and/or

8.   DISCLAIMER
A) TITLE
Awardee will warrant P.A.N. that it will convey good title to the Helicopter and parts sold hereunder. Awardee’s liability and P.A.N.`s remedy, under this Warranty, will be limited to the removal of any title defect or, at the election of Awardee, to the replacement of the Helicopter or part thereof which are defective in title; provided, however, that the right and remedies of the parties with respect to patent infringement are limited to the provisions of Paragraph 8B below.

B) PATENT INFRINGEMENT
Awardee shall conduct, at its own expense, the entire defense of any claim, suit or action alleging that, without further combination, the use or resale by P.A.N. or any subsequent purchaser or user of any Helicopter or part delivered hereunder directly infringes any United States patent, but only on the condi​tions that (A) Awardee receives prompt written notice of such suit, or action and full opportunity and authority to assume the sole defense thereof, including settlement and appeals, and all information available to P.A.N. and defendant for such defense; (B) said Helicopter or part is made according to a specification or design furnished by Awardee or, if a process patent is involved, the process performed by the Helicopter(s) is recommended in writing by P.A.N.; and (C) the suit, or action is brought against P.A.N. or one expressly indemnified by P.A.N.  Provided all of the foregoing conditions have been met, Awardee shall, at its own expense, either settle said suit, or action or shall pay all damages excluding consequential damages and costs awarded by the court therein, and, if the use or resale of such Helicopter or part is finally enjoined, Awardee shall, at its option:  (i) procure for defendant the right to use or resell the  Helicopter or part, (ii) replace them with an equivalent non-infringing Helicopter or part, (iii) modify them so they become non-infringing but equivalent, or (iv) remove them and refund the purchase price (less a reasonable allowance for use, damage, and obsolescence).

If a suit, or action is based on a design or specifi​cation furnished by P.A.N., or on the performance of a process not recommended in writing by Awardee, or on the use or sale of the Helicopter or parts delivered hereunder in combination with other helicopter parts not delivered to P.A.N. by Awardee, P.A.N. shall indemnify and save Awardee harmless therefrom.

EXCLUSIVE WARRANTIES AND REMEDIES
The foregoing warranties are exclusive and are given and accepted in lieu of (i) any and all other warranties, express or implied, including without limitation the implied warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose; and (ii) any obligation, liability, right, claim or remedy in contract or tort, whether or not arising from Awardee’s or any of its affiliates negligence, actual or imputed, strict tort liability or breach of warranty. The remedies of P.A.N. shall be limited to those herein provided to the exclusion of any other remedies including, without limitation, incidental or consequential damages. No agreement varying or extending the foregoing warranties, remedies or this limitation will be binding upon Awardee or any of its affiliates unless in writing, signed by a duly authorized officer of Awardee or such affiliates.
